2. Collections Budgeting Discussion 

· Erin will see a 20K reduction in her monograph funds due to historically underspent funds.

· Continued reductions may impact the Vet Med Librarian’s ability to subscribe to new materials in the future. 
· Erin worked with Megan Sapp-Nelson to find low-use titles to cancel to cover the 1.225% for the medical funds (Erin serves as interim fund manager to the medical subject funds). 
· Medicine will also have a 20K immediate reduction due to underspent funds.
