1. Approval of December 6 minutes (see g:/social sciences division/minutes/draft minutes)
Nancy moved to approve the minutes as amended; Cindy seconded.

1.2. Lisa provided an overview of the Social Sciences Division for Jonas and Mandi.  Meetings for FY25 will be the first Thursday of each month. We agreed to try to meet in person more often.  Lisa discussed the listserv.  She also reminded everyone about the SSD website. 2. Announcements and Discussion Items:
· Proposed Changes to Annual Review Procedures with input from unit heads (O’Brien)
Nancy mentioned a proposal that the Dean is considering asking for a paragraph from Unit Heads for faculty evaluations.  Right now, all we have are the Faculty Review Committee annual evaluation scores.  

Two items came up:  Can the faculty member being reviewed see the paragraph before it goes to the Dean?  Can the Dean provide a template to Unit Heads about what she expects in the paragraph?

There was a brief discussion about campus budget issues during this discussion.  

· Acquisition of Policy Map resource (Ingold)
The Division decided to go ahead and purchase this resource.  Cindy will contact Jenny Johnson, and Sarah Williams and Mike Dickinson to see if they want to contribute to this resource.  Jess agreed to pay for this on the soc9 fund; fund managers will need to do a permanent transfer of funds to soc9, once we determine how much each SSD fund manager needs to contribute.


· Review of Division Coordinator (Romero)
Lisa provided an overview of the process.  Nancy and Cindy have done this in the past. One of them will reach out to SSD members to ask for a new volunteer to work on this review, since Cindy is retiring on May 31, 2025. We will need two division members to conduct the review. They will need to let Lisa know who the two people are and the expected deadline so that Lisa may notify the Dean that the review process is underway.


3. Reports
· Collection Development Committee (Ingold)
Cindy reminded members they can begin ordering even though the final budget information will not be available until mid-August.
· Faculty Review Committee (O’Brien)
In the fall, FRC will be reviewing dossiers for two people going up for tenure.
· LSSC (Vermillion)
LSSC had elections.  Dulcie will continue as chair; Sam Lechowicz will be vice-chair; Melanie Rusk will be secretary; and Nicolette Coleman will be treasurer. The committee is updating its Bylaws.
· Library Assessment Committee (Feng)
LAC met in April. They conducted LibInsight Post Implementation Evaluation. She will be off LAC and asked if anyone in SSD is interested in becoming a member.
· Organization Development and Training Advisory Committee (Feng)
Yali is finishing her second term on the committee.
· Outreach & Engagement Committee (Ingold)
Cindy is co-chairing with Celenia Graves.  She provided an overview of what the committee does.
· Reference Management Team (Bailey)
Getting ready for GA training.  Remember to make sure GAs sign up for the training and submit the presentation materials if you are the presenter. The current chair is rolling off. Next task is looking for new chair.
· Research Data Services Committee (Feng)
Hoa had a baby. Heidi and Sandi are covering her absence. Yali will email and share data management related resources from RDS and recommend those resources to graduate students.
· Research and Publications Committee (Bailey)
RPC website and document is now updated and consistent. RPC has a formal rubric of evaluation. RPC also catch-up mistakes in the application, in addition to formal evaluation. Current chair Erin Kirby is rolling off August 16th. The potential list was sent to EC. RPC will have new funding and a new chair, but the date is not known.
