6. Public Engagement Award

Needed by the end of this calendar year (Dec 2024) in order for our committee to have a chance to review the updated criteria and ensure we are clear on how to execute the award and select the winners.
b. Concern about doing it every other year between OEC/DEAI
i. Dimmish both
c. Concern that DEAI isn’t already a part of OEC award
d. Frustration with limited nominations
i. How to make it less arduous
e. Concern that the call is at the end of the year as this is a stressful time of year
i. May 28th is not a great timing
ii. Not easy for “Suprise” nominations
iii. But this allows for the most events to be included
f. More intentionality with the award? Could we ask heads of libraries for suggestions for nominations – prevent siloing
g. Asking for feedback from the whole committee: Rewording or boosting the award?
h. Suggestion: Self-nominations; where others fill out a form about what outreach and engagement projects they are doing and let others know they wanted to be nominated
