1. Display of Digital Library resource types in Primo
· After much effort, this is complete. The Digital Library/digital collections are now displaying correctly in Primo.
2. Host Bibliographic Records
· CMWG members supported a proposed plan for cleaning up serials with host bib records which included
· Having the same call numbers for different serial titles (same series, title change)
· If a bib/title has no items, the bib can be deleted
· A sub-group of members will now look at workflows for true boundwiths next. The group agreed that multiple solutions will be necessary.
3. Export Configurations
· The committee discussed MARC 260 & 699 fields and whether the gateway could be configured to replace them rather than retain them. Issues are actually related to the institution zone versus the network zone. 
4. Alma
· We can now create multiple items for a holdings record using item templates.
· Workshops by ExLibris offered to CARLI members—sessions on analytics, APIs, normalization rules, etc. Some interest expressed for analytics, cost is $300 per person.
5. Primo
· Primo is introducing a research assistant feature. We plan to test in the sandbox.
· Michael is beginning work to look at pulling the Primo central index into search results in order to better showcase special, digital, local, etc. collections. Essentially, to better incorporate our local collections into easy search and discovery environments.
